the Third Seven-Year Period
of Human Life

This time the topic of our conversation is the third seven-year period of life,
the age between 14 and 21 years old. | would like to start from summing up the
information about the previous two periods by describing some key points in the
Waldorf School curriculum. Thus we will go over to the third seven-year period.

Informs 1—2 the educating process is based on the stories which the teacher
tells. At this age the main topics are fairy-tales, legends, and sagas. The child
is still on the way to the earth. He or she is gradually getting to know this world:
learning about nature, plants, animals, stones. Then in the 3rd form children
undergo a crisis —for the first time experiencing that there is a distance between
their inner self and the outer world (see issue 2, 2008).

At this age (9 years old) it is good to
learn about different professions, try to
do some hand-work, get acquainted with
the work of a farmer, a blacksmith, etc.
When we tell children about different
types of grain, about agricultural work,
we can plant some grain at the school
garden, get the crops in autumn, thresh
it, grind and make bread. This way of

getting acquainted with the world differs
from that when knowledge is taken from
the books. Thus children really connect
themselves with the experience, not just
learn about the grain types.

In European Waldorf Schools in the 3%
form children get acquainted with images
from the Old Testament. These are like
the first history lessons where pupils get

images of how the Earth was created.
At the age of 9 children are much in the
similar situation, they are like ‘driven
away from Paradise’ — from that time on
they are cut off from the cosmic world
and have to cope with the Earth world, to
consciously take possession of it. One can
devote much time to drawing, painting,
talking about this topic.

In the Sth form different cultural
epochs are being studied: Persia, Egypt,
Greece and others.

In the 6th form when children are
about 12 years old pre-adolescence period
begins. Changes start developing in the
physical body, there awakes interest to
the body. It is good time to start studying
a human being, first scientific subjects
appear in the curriculum: mineralogy,
physics, mechanics, acoustics and others.
In our technical world it is important to
teach a child to understand techniques, to
understand its construction, principles of
work. Not just provide the skills of using
a computer (this will happen later, in

the upper grades), but to teach pupils to
understand how the computer functions.
We also should be aware of it, for thereis a
difference whether I use technical devices
because I need them, they help me (it is
quite a normal approach in the modern
world); or if the technical devices use me,
and I cannot bring myself away from the
telephone or from the computer — these
are signs of autistic disturbance.

There is a question: who is ill and who
is healthy? What kind of world do we
want to prepare our children for? The
same concerning TV. Of course we can
watch something, but when TV starts to
determine our life and we get dependent
on it — this is a problem. That is why it
is important to teach children to realize
how technical devices can serve us. When
things get clear to us, we have more
freedom using them.

Let’s consider the third seven-year
period of a human life. The age of 13-14
is a transition age. The body becomes

heavy, legs get long, the back — round-
shouldered. Children do not know where
to put the arms, they ‘hang around’.
In this age the joy of movement goes
away. A puberty period starts. Children
get aware of sexual sphere. Nowadays
a lot of attention is paid to this in the
society — which is rather one-sided
attitude. Sexual sphere is just a part of
what Rudolf Steiner called not puberty
but earth maturity. A young person gets
mature for a life on the earth. The theme
of love should not be concentrated only
on physical, corporal aspects, it should be
spread on the whole world. Love, interest
for the world. If in the previous years we
cared about discovering the world with
love and interest, not just about getting
facts from the books, then children are
able to spread their love not just over the
physical world which is only a part of the
universe.

The world comes into the classroom
through the subjects that appear in the
curriculum.

The life of thinking awakes. The topics
connected with discoveries, conquests,
inventions are suitable for this age. If the
child’s development has been going in the
right way then feelings and will are also
present in this life of thinking. In the 8th
form they study the topics of anatomy,
skeleton (the heaviest component of
the human being). It corresponds to
the age: young people are in such heavy
state. Tt is a good time to study skeleton
both in scientific and artistic form:
drawing the anatomy of a human being,
getting acquainted with metamorphoses.
Studying the backbone stimulates
straightening out. Besides the 8" form
is the last year when the class teacher is
teaching all the main subjects — the end
of the class teacher epoch. A big theatre
play staged by the class is a kind of final
examination.

From the age of 15 a period of upper
school starts: from the 9" till the 12t
form. In European Waldorf Schools
pupils study for 12 years till the age of

18-19 (the same as in the state schools).
The system of education resembles that of
a gymnasium: each subject is taught by a
special teacher. A teacher can become an
authority (what was of great importance
in the second seven-year period) and
fulfill his or her functions only if he
or she can really do something. They
gain authority due to one’s abilities,
knowledge of the subject. The relations
with the teacher are important, young
people look for the teacher’s personality.
A teacher should become a friend, a
comrade, but should not stand on the
same level with pupils. Mutual search,
investigation should take place.

The motto of the third seven years
periodis ‘The world istrue.” Young people
are searching for the truth, justice, try
to find out where it is. But this does not
mean that it is time for instructive talks
and lectures on morality. No. They need
questions from us to which they could try
to find answers themselves. Questions of
philosophy, psychology, literature are

discussed during the lessons. Searching
for the truth is in the foreground. At
the end of the third seven-year period a
person should form the ability of dynamic
thinking. First the life of thinking takes
the form of the ability to criticize. But
young people also try to search for their
own point of view, to take responsibility.
Working on individual projects also helps
in it — some practical work or research
is done according to the chosen theme.
Class theatre plays are staged. If pupils
are tired or bored at the lessons they may
make stage sets for the play. The same
principle of breathing in and out that was
so important in the previous periods is
being also observed in this age.

In the upper school curriculum there is
also time for taking practice: agricultural
practice in the 8" form, forest practice in
the 9" form. In the 10 form it is important
to develop judgement concerning
material things — that is why pupils have
field-measuring and industrial practice,
study technical mechanics and so on. In

the 11™ form there are attempts to go
with judgement into the non-material
sphere — so it is time for social practice,
studying the ways of soul development.
In the 12 form the question put is: how is
the Spiritual revealed to us in the earthly
phenomena? For example, in geography
lessons there is a topic ‘The Earth as a
reflection of the Cosmos’. It is time for
the last class trip — usually it is devoted
to art practice and some meaningful
project abroad.

At the end of the final school year each
class stages a big theatre play. Besides
each pupil chooses a topic for research and
practical work for the whole year. Pupils
defend their projects in front of the school
audience at the end of the school year. In
this age the tasks should be meaningful.

Apart from thinking, logicsandintellect
it is necessary to develop dexterity,
to have physical training exercises.
Physical training lessons and eurhythmy
contribute to that. Young people should
learn again to have the use of their own
