In October 2008 the ‘Interros’ Publishing Programme and Vladimir Potanin’s fund announced the start of
the third contest ‘The First Publication’. This contest, like the existing 7-year old grant contest ‘The Changing
Museum inthe Changing World', aims at museum experts offering them new possibilities. Museums get
achance to publish collections or exhibits unknown before due to various reasons but which have evident
cultural value. Anillustrated book-album acts like an exhibition space, mobile and open to anybody.

The collections, ‘The First Publication’
shows to the public, are not known and,
moreover, hardly studied. Thefirst contest
in 2007 made a lot of new discoveries,
among which — 2 collections of museum-
winners.  Omsky Vrubel Regional
Museum of Fine Arts represented a series
of Japanese water-colours of the middle
XIX, devoted to the life of the Ainu, a
native people of north-western parts
of Hokkaido, of Sakhalin, Kamchatka
and the Kuril Islands. The author B.
Hirasawa is an extraordinary figure,
presenting interest both for art critics and
ethnographers. Collection from Omsk
made an international sensation due
to the volume of materials and the new

information of the water-colours. It offers
a unique data, since painted images of
the Ainu are a rare thing and Hirasawa’s
paintings are only 60, they are thrown
about Japanese, European and American
collections. Twelve of them are in Omsk,
it is the largest collection of Hirasawa’s
paintings in the world’.

While making an application museums
participants of ‘The First Publication’
mobilize themselves: the contest gives
them an opportunity to overlook, to
regroup, to revalue, and possibly to
rethink over the stocks. And also to carry
out additional examination to verify
catalogue data, to make more adequate
descriptions of the collections for the

contest, and even to take the photographs
of the exhibits for the first time. While
making the book the collection that has
won attracts professional forces: e.g. the
partners of ‘Omsk Sensation” were Russian
Ethnographical Museum, Research Centre
of Ainu Culture and Museum of Ainu
Culture in Shiraoi (Hokkaido), from the
Japanese side — scientists from University
of Tokio and University of Chiba who
study Ainu culture.

The second winner is a Yegoryevsk
Museum of History and Fine Arts which
presented asmall collection of bagatelles —
things made in XVIII-XIX centuries for
high society entertainments. Coming to
Yegoryevsk to have a look at collection
a project group of the Publishing
Programme discovered that collection of
Yegoryevsk Museum, gathered by textile
manufacturer Mikhail Bardygin, deserved
a more serious approach than publication
of 10 tiny things.

The Publishing Programme invited
to Yegoryevsk experts from the State

Historical Museum and the Tretyakov
Gallery — specialists in icon painting
and Russian painting of the XVIII
century, in various kinds of decorative
and applied arts and manuscripts. Each
of the experts described his part of the
Bardygin’s collection enlarging the
material of the future edition by new
exhibits which he could not pass by. The
choice of the visual row turned out to be
the hardest stage; the data carried away
not only the authors of the articles but
also consultants, editors and a designer.

The publication of the book caused
further full-fledged examination of
Bardygin’s collection and stirred to
activity research work in the museum.
Examination grew into its gathering as a
whole complex; the exhibits never shown
before because of their damaged state
were taken out of depository.

‘The First Publication’ series can
include such difficult processes, like
restoration.

to the Omsk museum, the Publishing
Programme signed an agreement with
Air Union to deliver eight ton cargo on
humanitarian terms.

Museum-nominee can do whatever
it wants with its part of the edition: to
sell, to give as a present, to call local
authorities and patrons for help to
develop museum work in the region, to
give other museums as a way to exchange
experience. An album with modern
design and of high quality will allow even
a provincial museum to present itself on
top museum forums. ‘Omsk Sensation’
made Hirasawa quite popular to hold an
auction of 12 water-colours, the income
went tothe museum. Ainu culture inspired
Omsk artist Damir Muratov to create his
series of paintings named ‘OCEAINU, or
Traces in the Ocean’.

Another part of the edition goes to
national libraries where they will be
available through e-catalogue and also to
the libraries of large museum collections.

Thus, publishing within ‘The First
Publication’ project turns into cultural
lab and even gathers momentum after
release of the book.

The choice of the winners is quite
difficult. Important things are not only
the uniqueness of the collection but also
the way it is presented, the completeness
of its conception, its integrity. The choice
is determined by many other factors, even
climatic. For instance, in 2007 the contest
got an application from the Kenozero
National Park to publish monumental
paintings preserved in 15 arches of
wooden chapels of XVIII-XIX centuries.
It is the largest in the country collection
of so-called heavens, it is unique, but
the preserve is in the farthest part of
Archangelsk region and full-grown work
is possible only in dry weather. Moreover,
one third of the frescos requires restoration
in Moscow. That’s why Kenozero project
was put off for a year and became the
winner in 2008. Today the work under
the project is in full swing: project group

In 2007 the Publishing Programme got more than 50 applications from 20 regions
of Russia: from Kursk, Arkhangelsk, Buryatia and Dagestan to Omsk, Chita

and Magadan. 45 museums of the national, regional and local levels, museum-
preserves and national parks took part in the contest. They offered collection
of different types: historical, war historical, of local lore, archeological,
memorial, art, ethnographical, ecological, zoological, and literary.

The participants of ‘The First Publication’ were more than 60 Russian
museums and various museum organizations presenting most precious
and never published before collections from their funds. Expert sessions
of ‘The First Publication’ examined about 80 applications.

from the ‘Interros’ Publishing Programme
made three expeditions to Kenozerye,
made photos of all architectural and
painting material, the documentary film
is in process, the main idea of which is
to examine the role of the chapels in the
life of the locals, to register stories and
events, to restore legends and myths by
memories and stories of the local people.
The film will become a part of the book
(as supplement), it will be offered to TV-
channels and will be added to the Park
library.

Some of the applications exceed the size
of “The First Publication’ by both scale of
the required investigations and by volume
of the material. Today the Publishing
Programme relying on application from
Kursk Deyneka Art Gallery launched a
great project to artist’s 110th anniversary.
Meant for two years it involves the work
of the large expert group from central and
regional museums, publication of several
editions and organization of exhibitions in
Tretyakov Gallery, Russian Museum and

Tate Gallery in London. The first book
will be released at the beginning of 2009.

A great number of presented collections
are worthy of ‘The First Publication’.
But it is impossible even technically to
examine all the things that interest and
delight organizers of the contest. Working
in rarely met genre of pop-science the
‘Interros’ Publishing Programme advises
the participants to be patient — sooner or
later museum rarities will become known
to the public.
